What are the minimum qualifications I will need in order to become a state licensed or certified appraiser in the State of Connecticut?

The qualifications for real property appraisers are set by the Appraiser Qualifications Board of The Appraisal Foundation.  The qualifications cover education, experience, examination and continuing education.  For example, to become a Connecticut credentialed real property appraiser you will need to complete a specific course curriculum of topics in real property appraisal courses.  The Provisional credential (required to begin training experience) will require a minimum of 75 classroom hours of appraisal instruction and biannual completion of 28 hours of continuing education.  The following table lists the education, examination, and experience requirements for each of the credentials recognized by the Connecticut Real Estate Appraisal Commission.
